China Resources Power Holdings Company Limited (“CR Power”, stock code: 0836) 

today announced that total net generation of  subsidiary power plants in August 2017 

increased by 7.0% to 15,405,648 MWh from 14,398,806 MWh for the same period of  

2016. Total net generation of  subsidiary power plants for the first eight months of  2017 

increased by 9.0% to 107,847,401 MWh compared to 98,942,825 MWh for the same 

period last year. 

 
On a same plant basis, total net generation of  subsidiary coal-fired power plants for the 

first eight months of  2017 increased by 4.1% compared to the same period of  2016.
